2) Murrysville  youth pastors help coach school sports programs while building 
relationships with students.  
 

3) Greensburg  youth pastors (bottom of page three ) recently met with a high 
school principal to hear what is happening with students and to ask how they 
can help. They helped chaperone Hempfieldõs prom at the beginning of May. 
 

4) Penn Trafford  area youth pastors publish a monthly bulletin insert  to 
encourage their churches to pray for the schools .  
 

5) A Somerset youth pastor and some students are starting a Christian club at 
their school to reach their friends for Christ.
